Many cities and towns
have more than one site
where residents can do
their part to help the
environment.

Wherever you live in Rhode
Island, there’s an Earth Day
cleanup in your area tomorrow.
More than 80 neighborhood
cleanups are scheduled for to-
morrow and Sunday.

The main Earth Day festival,
organized by the Earth Day
Rhode Island Committee, takes
place at the Warwick Mall from
10 a.m. to 5 p.m. It will feature Big
Nazo puppets, an appearance by
the Ponaganset High School fuel
cell powered band Protium, and
more. Free transportation is avail-
able from Kennedy Plaza on
RIPTA bus routes 22 and 30.

The Audubon Society of
Rhode Island will hold a celebra-
tion from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. at its
Environmental Education Cen-
ter at 1401 Hope St., Bristol.

Roger Williams Park Zoo, in
Providence, will have special
Earth Day activities from 11 a.m.
to3p.m.

AAA of Southern New Eng-
land will honor the day by ac-
cepting automotive or marine
lead-acid batteries for disposal
between 9 am. and 1 p.m. at its
locations in Cranston, Provi-
dence, Attleboro and Worcester.

Cleanup locations and times in
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was not new to her; she's been
involved in cleaning up the
Blackstone since the first Earth
Day, and the first “ZAP the
Blackstone" cleanup, in 1873,
when it was thought that volun-
teers pulled 10,000 tons of trash
from the river. Yesterday's vol-
unteers may have measured their
progress in the number of bags
filled. but Murphy-Brillon said
she has seen real progress over
three decades,

“1 remember the first ZAP the
Bldackstone. We were pulling out
refrigerators, cars,” she said,
leaning on a railing by the river-
hank opposite Slater Mill, watch-
ing the river flow over the dam.
“If you got into that same water
30 years ago. . . well, I had welts
on my legs for three weeks.

“You couldn’t stand here,” she
said. “The smell would have
knocked you back.”

Murphy-Brillon said she liked
the idea that you could have an
Earth Day cleanup in an urban
area, that there was still an envi-
ronment worth protecting there.

IN NARRAGANSETT’S Bon-
net Shores neighborhood, about
250 people, including University
of Rhode Island students and
permanent residents, gathered to
pick up trash along the streets
and the shoreline.

About 170 students showed up
this year, compared with about
50 in previous years, event orga-
nizer Margie Manning said. The
cleanup was paired with a me-
morial walk for the three TTRT shi-

dents who disappeared into Nar-
ragansett Bay on March 13 after
sefting out in a rowboat from
Bonnet Shares.

Volunteers gathered enough
trash from Bonnet Shores, East-
ward Look and Point Judith tofill
a large trash bin. A lot of it was
the inevitable detritus of college
life: vodka and beer boitles, a bat-
ter's helmet, & football lost by
someone. named “‘Langley.”
There was even a lawnmower
someone had dumped in the
woods.

Gary Krajewski's best find was
an unopened bottle of wine, lving
in. some brambles near
Wesquage Pond. “I guess some-
body didn’t like that kind of
wine,” said Krajewski, 22, of
Coventry, a senior at URL

“If this was my neighborhood
at home and it was this messy, I
wouldn’t want it to be like this,”
senior Alyssa Devin, 21, of
Southington, Conn., said. “If the
students messed it up, the stu-
dents should help clean it up.”

Mary Beth Holland, 63, who
lives nearby, patrolled Bonnet
Shores Road with a pointed stick,
picking up cigareite butts, She
lives just up the hill from where
the three students disappeared,
“We usually get a few URI kids,
but this year, it kind of brought
Bonnet Shores to people’s atten-
tion,” she said.

THE TOTAL AMOUNT of
trash collected won’t be known
for a few days, after every group
files reports, said Terri Bisson,
program services officer for the
state Department of Environ-
mental Management and a mem-
ber of the Earth Day Rhode Is-

land Cammittaa

Some 80 cleanups were sched-
uled, most of them held yester-
day. Most started before the rain,
but not before the gray skies and
chilly breezes.

“Actually, this kind of weather
is good for a cleanup,” Bisson
remarked. “You work hard. You
sweat.”

Bisson, however, was indoors
yesterday, coordinating the
Earth Day Festival at the War-
wick Mall. This was the first year
the main event was held inside.
Smaller events were also held at
the Roger Williams Park Zoo and
Audubon Society of Rhode
Island’s Environmental Educa-
tion Center in Bristol.

In past years, wind and rain
could not stop intrepid volun-
teers — but it did limit the visits to
booths and displays. So Brisson
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Katie Dickinson, Dara Skobel, Jenn Roitburg and Sarah McCor-
mick — members of the Chi Omega sorority at URI, pick up trash
along the roads in the Bonnet Shores area of Narragansett during
yesterday’s spring cleanup.

was pleased to be indoors.

Also, the mall festival brought
the environmental message to a
different audience — weekend
shoppers.

Yesterday they were learning
from 41 displays about such
things as plans to manufacture
heating oil from soybeans and
recycled waste grease in Provi-
dence, rechargeable batteries,
how an estuary functions, and
the beauty of Rhode Island’s
woods on the 100th anniversary
of the state’s forestry division.

“The public is engaged,” Bis-
son said.
